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                          s I contemplate the worship life of Saint Johnôs from the quiet of my study, one is tempted to think that 

over the last six months very little in our worship life has changed. What one realizes, however, having done this for a 

while, is that a Rectorôs concept of ñvery littleò change and the experience of someone in the pew week by week can be 

different experiences. 
 

We engage in our work and ministry at Saint Johnôs starting from a particular point of departure in our lives together as 

Christians. That point of departure is that all aspects of our common life begin and end in sacred worship. Our worship, 

you see, more than anything else, defines us as Episcopalians. Of all the groups I can think of, particularly faith 

communities, I can think of few groups with the diversity of world views who still share the same worship experience. 

What we share is how we worship; and how we worship is the outward and audible sign of those things we hold in 

common to be eternally true.  Which is a long way of saying if one wants to know what we believe, the only way to 

really understand is to share in worship with us. 
 

So, when we worship how do we worship?  I have never put much stock in ñLow Church,ò ñHigh Church, ñBroad 

Churchò, ñContemporary Worship.ò Those labels suggest an imaginary purity. People who claim to like ñlow churchò 

will fight to keep The Comfortable Words, and the Prayer of Humble Access which are clearly ñHigh Churchò in their 

origin and historical use. People who claim to be ñHigh Churchmenò will very often prefer hymnody that has no place in 

a high mass. People who claim to prefer ñcontemporaryò worship will often insist on using the 13th century form of The 

Lordôs Prayer and instruments, (guitars/drums) that pre-date any organ ever built. For example, in terms of worship, I am 

an Evangelical (preaching), Anglo-Catholic (consecration), Extreme Protestant (music). My point is; that labels are 

meaningless. We are too complex. More than likely, what we like is what we are used to. 
 

Soéwhat are we trying to do at Saint Johnôs? The objective is reverent, holy worship that maximizes oneôs 

opportunity for a Divine encounter. Therefore, I examine every liturgy with some care to make sure that is what we 

have prepared. I have no churchmanship agenda. I do things I enjoy and I do things I do not enjoy. That which may 

seem ñHighò is, if you look with an open mind ï merely reverent. It is probably punctuated by some silence, perhaps a 

solemn bow at the Name of Jesus. Such an act is neither ñhighò nor ñlowò . It is reverent.            
 

That hymn which one might see as overly ñlowò is perhaps, intended to reinforce a particular theological point. It 

depends on the context. That hymn that seems ñBaptistò is intended to send you to the car humming the hymn. And so, if 

one pays careful attention to the worship one will, one hopes, experience a range of expressions, all fully Episcopalian, 

intended to invite people into a Divine encounter. 
 

A Word about Liturgical Posture: My only real interest in having us stand for parts of the Scared Liturgy was as a 

teaching opportunity and to experience the fullness of the Prayer Book. I donôt have a personal preference. So, if you 

have a better worship experience on your knees, please feel free to kneel. If it is easier for you to stand please stand.  
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If physical limitations mean sitting is the best posture for you ï then go right 

head and have a seat. If I want us to do something otherwise I will explain it 

ahead of time. I will ask us to stand for The Ministry of the Altar during 

Eastertide. 

The altar party will adopt the liturgical posture of the Celebrant. Folks in the 

pew, however, have all the freedom (or not) that the Prayer Book provides. 
 

So, as we look ahead you donôt have to worry about us getting too ñhighò or 

too ñlowò or too ñcharismaticò , or too anything. In all of our worship we seek 

first to be faithful  (to the Book of Common  Prayer and our Traditions) and 

reverent and then we seek beauty and teaching. From time to time will visit a 

ñhighò expression and from time to time it will feel ñlowò. Most of the time, 

however, we will be right in the middle.  
 

In September we will offer a number of Instructed Eucharists. In these 

services you will have an opportunity to ask questions about how the worship 

is conducted. You are also invited to call me any time (704.609.6780) with a 

question and I will do my best to answer. I believe that we should never do 

anything in worship that we can not explain.

Episcopal Relief and Development ï or ERD as it is frequently referred to ï is an international relief 

and development agency that responds to human suffering on behalf of The Episcopal Church of the 

United States.
